Our Vineyards

Our Terra Alta Vineyard is the beautiful home of our winery facility and is nestled in the toe of the
Sierra Foothills. Featuring 80 acres of redding gravely clay loam, this is the organically certified
plantings of Albarino, Garnacha, and Graciano. Markus planted this parcel in 1996 because its cli-
mate and soil were almost identical to the vineyards he farmed in the Vaca Mountains of Napa
Valley. Those vineyards, like our Terra Alta, are perfect for Mediterranean varieties.

Our Wine

This wine has a brilliant orange-red hue. It has gorgeous aromas of watermelon, toasted vanilla bean,
candied tangerine, and lime zest. It has beautiful flavors of pomegranate juice, strawberry, kiwi,
lemon peel, and guava. A lingering finish leads on the road to your perfect summer day.
