Featuring 80 acres of redding gravely clay loam, this is the organically certified 5
plantings of Albarino, Garnacha, and Graciano. Markus planted this parcel in 1996 because its li=
mate and soil were almost identical to the vineyards he farmed in the Vaca Mountains of Napa ;
Valley. Those vineyards, like our Terra Alta, are perfect for Mediterranean varieties.
